Worship begins with the prelude and continues through the postlude. Once
the prelude begins, please refrain from conversation.

Hymn numbers below 600 are generally in LBw; above 600, in
wov. The pastor’s parts (spoken and sung) are designated “P:”. Parts spoken
or sung by the congregation are italicized, prefaced by “C:”. The text of the
liturgy is included in the bulletin; where a page number is listed, both text

and music are in the LBw.

Holy CommunionLutheran Christians celebrate a divine service of Word
and sacrament in which God comes to us both in his proclaimed Word and in
the Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper. We invite to commune at the Lord’s table
all baptized Christians who with contrite hearts trust God’s word of
forgiveness for their sins, acknowledge the presence of Jesus Christ both in
the Communion elements and in this gathered body of believers, and seek, by
the power of the Holy Spirit, to follow Jesus and walk in newness of life. If this
doesn’t describe you, we invite you to come to the altar rail to receive a
blessing instead of the Communion elements. Indicate this by folding your

arms across your chest at the rail.

Individual cups are available in addition to the chalice (the common cup).
The tray with individual cups includes wine on the outer edge and non-
alcoholic grape juice in the center. Gluten-free wafers are also available upon
request from the bread server at the Communion rail. All are invited to bring

their children forward for a blessing.

We have children’s activity backpacks
in the back of the church for use during the service, as well as an unstaffed
nursery on the stage downstairs. Feel free to ask an usher for help locating
them.
